Getting video into the computer

Routing switcher near each vcr and monitor.     When you sit down at your computer, look to your left. The computer to your far left is computer 1, then 2, then 3.    It is important that you understand which computer you are working on.     This will determine which button you will switch on the routing switcher.   On top of the switch box there is a silver box, to input video into the computer it needs to be in Analog.  Hold down until button turns red.

VCR  Make sure the vcr shows L1 in the display window of the vcr machine.  If it is not on L1, find a remote and change the input setting to L1.

Now the video monitor should show video 3 in the upper right corner of the monitor, if it does not then using the buttons on the front of the screen change it to video 3.

With all this done, Open up Final Cut Pro  More times than not the last final cut pro project worked on will open up.  Go down to the browser click on the tab for the opened project.   Go up to file and close the project.  

Go to Final Cut Pro menu in far left corner---Pull down menu to Audio/Video Settings

Make sure they are at DV 48 Superwhite

DV NTSC 48

Non controllable device

Apple Fire wire

To get your new project.

   Pull down file menu<new project       ///A new project will show up.   Save your new projects as…..                   Remember before you save scroll across the folder menus to make sure you know where the project is being saved.  You may want to create a new folder for each of your projects.

When you come into the lab, you should have already picked out what video you plan to log and capture in the project.     Place your tape in the vcr and find your first scene you want to capture.   ***Remember capture allows you to bring in a source that is outside the computer.****

Now pull down File<Log and Capture

A new window will pop up that allows you to set your capture settings

In the tape, capture settings   Device control …..Non Controllable Drive   This is if you are using the vcr.   If you were using a dv mini cam you need to set it differently.

In the next window  make sure you are capturing at DVNTSC 48 Khz

Clip Setting ….Capture can be of audio or video or both.   Audio would be at the mono mix.

Roll tape….then click on button in the capture window that says click now.

Capture will begin.    Press ESC in upper left of keyboard to stop the capture.

Once captured and saved as   then you can import it into the browser.    Save in LAbadmin

Printing back to tape

Insert new tape for master of pieces

File<Print to Video<

A menu will pop up that will allow you to tell the computer to insert a countdown in front of your opens and closes.     And to determine what will be at the end.
