Importing Music into Final Cut Pro

Close all other running programs.

Place CD into MacIntosh Computer   ----Upper Right Button on Keyboard opens Disk Door.

When the CD is placed into the computer, Itunes may automatically open up the disk.  If this happens, Quit out of Itunes.

Open PEAKDV3(this is the same software as in the KLABs, with the exception of it being a newer version) by clicking on icon in the Dock.  

 Another window pops up here   cancel the window

When Peak opens,  Go to File<Import<Files   

A window will pop up showing the various tracks, choose the track you want to import, highlight it.  In the lower part of the window, you will see the work mark, click on mark.

By marking, a check mark will appear next to the track that you want to import.

Save under Users<Shared Folders<Video Post Production< Your Teachers Name< then your folder

Now import.

Once imported, go up to the top menu and pull down the DSP menu.   Drop down to Convert Sample Rate, a window will appear with the different sample rates,   Click on 48,000 K

Click OK

A window will pop up showing the transformation in progress.

Once complete, save as an AIFF file (Found in the Save as Window under Format Type.

Save as by Name File.AIFF

Once Saved in the New Sampling Rate as an AIFF file, quit Peak.

Restart your computer.

Open Final Cut Pro

Go to File<Import<Your AIFF file.

The new file will appear in your browser.

Manipulating sound in timeline

Click on last pencil tool in bench.   

In lower left corner of timeline … click on the overlay button.     The overlay button will cause the audio line to be shown in the timeline window as a green line.   Using your pencil you can create diamonds on the audio line and use to manipulate the sound.  Make sure you monitor the vu meters for the audio.
